BILL NO. 43 (2008)

A BILL FOR AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE 16, MAUI COUNTY CODE,
PERTAINING TO ELECTRICAL, PLUMBING AND BULLDING PERMITS
AND RELATED FEES

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE COUNTY OF MAUIL:

SECTION 1. Section 16.18A.100, Maui County Code, 1is
amended to read as follows:

"16.18A.100 Article 100 amended. Article 100 of
the National Electrical Code is amended by adding to
section A (general) the following definitions to be
appropriately inserted and to read as follows:

Administrative authority. The director of public
works [and waste management] of the County or the
director's authorized representative.

County. The County  of Maui, a political
subdivision of the State of Hawail.

Department. The department of public works [and
waste management] of the County.

Electrical contractor. Any person licensed as an
electrical contractor by the State in accordance with
chapter 444, Hawaiil Revised Statutes.

Electrical work. The imnstallation, alteration,
reconstruction, or repair of electrical wiring.

Electrical wiring. Any conductor, material,
device, fitting, apparatus, appliance, fixture, or
equipment constituting a part of or connected to any
electrical installation, attached or fastened to any
building, structure or premises, which installation or
portion thereocf is designed, intended or wused to
generate, transmit, transform or utilize electrical
energy within the scope and purpose of the Code.

Electrician. Any perscon licensed as such by the
State in accordance with chapter 448E, Hawalili Revised
Statutes.

Emergency electrical work. Repair of electrical
wiring to restore an electrical service to a building



following a fire, to remedy a power failure or to
protect persons and property against short circuiting
and open circuits.

Journey worker electrician. Any person licensed
ag such by the State in accordance with chapter 448E,
Hawaii Revised Statutes.

Maintenance work. The keeping in repair and
operation of any electrical installation, apparatus,
fixtures, appliance, or equipment.

Person. Any natural person, known or unknown, the
person's heirs, executors, administrators or assigns,
and also includes a firm, partnership, corporation,
society or association, its or their successors or
assigns, or the agent of any of the foregoing.

Portable electric sign. Any small advertising
contrivance operated with electricity and used only in
the interior of buildings which is capable of being
moved or removed at will without damaging or altering
the structure or finish at or adjacent to the location
thereof, and which is not attached or fastened in
place by nails, screws, bolts, conductors, wiring
enclosures or in any other manner.

Specialty contractor. Any person licensed as such
by the State in accordance with chapter 444, Hawaii
Revised Statutes.

Supervising electrician. Any person licensed as
such by the State in accordance with chapter 448E,
Hawaii Revised Statutes.”

SECTICN 2. Section 16.18A.107, Maul County Code, 1is
amended to read as follows:

*16.18A.107 Article 107 added. The National
Electrical Code is amended by adding a new article to
be appropriately inserted and designated to read as

follows:
ARTICLE 107
PERMIT AND MISCELLANEOUS FEES
107-1. Permit fees. {a) Schedule. A fee as set

forth in the annual budget ordinance shall be paid to
the County prior to the issuance of any electrical
permit.

(c) Exemption for County projects. When permits
are required for a County capital improvement program
project pursuant to this code, no fee shall be charged
for such permits.

{(d) All wunits in a residential development in
which one hundred percent of the units gqualify as
residential workforce housing units, as defined in
section 2.96.020 of this code, shall be exempt from
the fee,.

(e) A residential workforce housing unit, as
defined in section 2.96.020 of this code, shall be
assessed fifty percent of the fee.

107-2. Charges for extra, migcellaneous or
special inspections. {a) Extra inspections. If,
after notice to a permit holder, more than one
ingpection 1s necessary to ensure that deficient or
defective electrical work under the permit has been
corrected, the permit holder shall pay the County
{3301 $50 for each hour, or portion thereof, of
inspection.

{(b) Miscellaneous inspections. For the
inspection of any electrical installation not covered
by a fee specified in this code, the person requesting
the inspection shall pay the County $30 for each hour,
or portion thereof, of inspection. All miscellanecus
inspections shall be charged a minimum of two hours
for an inspection,

(c) Special inspections. The permit holder may
request to have special electrical inspections at a
specific time earlier than scheduled subject to the
availability of inspectors. The permit holder shall
reimburse the County for any additional cost incurred
by the County to perform the requested special
inspection. Such reimbursement may include but not be
